Recommendation 

 

The Interim Senior Vice President, Facilities, Construction and Campus Transformation 
recommends that The MetroHealth System approve certain Pre-Authorized Professionals 
consistent with System policy GEN-88, for services to be provided during the period of 
June 1, 2023, through June 30, 2024, with aggregate costs not to exceed $50,000 per 
assigned project per Professional.

MetroHealth’s policy GEN-88 permits the annual selection and authorization of certain 
Pre-Authorized Professionals subject to project-based spending limits as approved by the 
Board of Trustees. 

 
Fifty-nine (59) Professionals responded to the System's publicly advertised Request for 
Qualifications (“RFQ”). Following review, all fifty-nine (59) Professionals were determined 
to meet the prequalification requirements listed in the RFQ, and management 
recommends that all fifty-nine (59) Professionals listed in Exhibit A be listed as Pre- 
Authorized Professionals.
