	Using a bedside ultrasound probe, distance from skin to outer cortical bone will be measured at proximal tibia, distal tibia and proximal humerus.

	Acute Asthma Exacerbation
	-18-55 years old
-History of asthma
-Cannot have history of COPD

-Multiple other inclusion/exclusion
	Evaluating safety and efficacy of an investigational new drug (beta adrenergic receptor agonist) given as a single IV infusion.  This is a single-blind study and patient may receive placebo.
Patient ED treatment period lasts ~5 hours.

	Acute Asthma Exacerbation

	-18-60 years old
-Must have used home meds prior to arrival in ED

-Current exacerbation must have started at least 2 hours prior to ED arrival

-Cannot have COPD or a history of >20 pack year smoker
	Evaluating the safety and efficacy of an investigational new drug, MEDI-563, (Anti-Interleukin-5 Receptor Alpha Monoclonal Antibody) given as IV infusion .  This is a double blind study and patient may receive placebo.
ED treatment period lasts 3-4 hours from randomization.

 -Patient has already received directed therapy in the ED and symptoms are remarkably improved;

	-≥21 years of age

-must be admitted (cdu or inpatient) for r/o MI with serial enzymes drawn
