DESCRIPTION:  Emergency Ultrasound is a 4-week rotation that provides the student with necessary information about ultrasound basics and instrumentation, experience performing ultrasound-guided procedures using phantoms, and hands on experience performing ultrasound studies on patients who present in an emergency department.  Under the direct supervision of a physician credentialed in ultrasound, an ultrasound fellow, or an EM ultrasound educator, the student will have ample opportunity to perform ultrasounds for both normal and pathologic conditions. The rotation combines a lecture/discussion format with hands on experiences throughout the 4 weeks.

EDUCATIONAL OBJECTIVES:

 At the end of the emergency ultrasound rotation, the student will be able to:

Discuss the basics of ultrasound physics and instrumentation.  Demonstrate proficiency in obtaining quality ultrasound images.  List the indications for an ED bedside ultrasound.  Discuss the limitations of an ED bedside ultrasound.  Identify both normal and abnormal findings during an ED bedside ultrasound.  Demonstrate proficiency in obtaining vascular access with phantom (both long and short axes).

DUTIES
The student is responsible for an established reading curriculum.  The books may be borrowed from the Department of Emergency Medicine.  The student is responsible for performing a minimum of 150 bedside ultrasounds during the rotation.  The student is responsible for keeping the performed ultrasound studies in a notebook for the certified ultrasound physician to review and discuss with the student.  Scheduling lecture time and direct supervision time with any of the ultrasound medical professionals is the responsibility of the student prior to the beginning of the rotation.
